ABSTRACT

The main subject of the research is the cognitive background of the primary
education teachers on the definition, symptoms, causes and treatment of the disorder
‘Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD)’. To be conducted the research study,
the “Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) Knowledge Questionnaire” by
McNicholas & Santosh (1997) was used, which consisted of 26 ‘True — False — Do not
Know’ questions. At the final stage, 100 questionnaires were collected, answered by
primary school teachers. The statistical analysis was performed by using the SPSS

statistical package.

The research study concludes that, on average, the teachers of the sample have
more knowledge on the definition and the characteristics of ADHD and that they are
less well informed about the issues related to the etiology and treatment of the
disorder. Furthermore, based on the research results, there is no effect of gender,
level of education, age or teaching experience on teachers’ knowledge. The results of
the research study indicate the need for additional education on issues related to the

disorder of ADHD and especially in the areas of etiology and intervention.
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
