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Abstract

The purpose of our research is to evaluate the framework for the successful
inclusion of people with special educational needs according to the views of general
education secondary education teachers.

Inclusive education as educational tactics gains ground in several educational
systems in different countries around the world. Both the relevant surveys and the
respective efforts of the educational community are oriented towards the
implementation of inclusive education at all levels of education. Greece, according to
official statistics, is following very slowly the reformist educational trends.

For this reason, we built a questionnaire addressed to general education teachers
and their views on the assessment of the framework for successful inclusion of
people with special educational needs.

Through the questionnaire we wanted to have information from teachers on the
framework for the successful inclusion of people with special educational needs in
the school.

In our research conducted during the school year 2017-2018, 115 teachers
participated.

The results showed that general education teachers are satisfied with the context
of successful inclusion of people with special educational needs in school. It also
appeared that the views of general education secondary education teachers are
positive towards the inclusion of people with special educational needs in general
education.

Our results are consistent with those of other surveys, such as McGlynn &
London, 2013 and Sideri & Vlachou, 2006, reinforcing our research conclusion that
teachers' views are positive towards including people with special educational needs

needs in general education.
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
