ABSTRACT

This dissertation is a qualitative research concerning the current trends in the
evaluation of the educational procedure and the potential of its implementation in
Special Education through the use of a Student's Personal Folder (Portfolio).

Herein, we attempt to determine the possibility of implementing the
Portfolio in the educational process for students with special needs, and the way it
may affect the relationship between parents and educators, by studying the case of
an autistic student. At first, the Portfolio was used experimentally with a student to
whom an individual support teacher was granted by the state. Based on the results
of the experimental use, the Portfolio was then implemented in the evaluation of a
student who attends an inclusion classroom class in a public kindergarten (a
structure of Special Education for Greek public schools of general education which
offers individualized programs for students with special needs in a classroom setting
in small groups with the aim of inclusion in the general population) and faces severe
language development issues.

From the results of this research is deduced that the Portfolio has become a
valuable methodological tool for the evaluation of academic progress of a student

with special educational needs in the field of Preschool Education.
