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Abstract

This diploma thesis is placed in the field of computational linguistics, in which are
included text corpora. In particular, the thesis focuses on the basic concepts
concerning the definition and types of text corpora. It also attempts to present the
existing corpus in Greek language focusing mainly on child language corpora. In
addition, the present work describes the selection criteria and organization of

corpora content and their annotation process.

The aim of this thesis is to design a special text corpus that includes transcripts from
the Greek speaking children diagnosed with Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD). The
creation of this corpus aims to fill the void that exists in Greek concerning child
language corpora and create a text corpus that will be the beginning for the study of

oral speech of children with ASD.
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
