Abstract

In this paper we attempted to capture teachers’ perceptions towards the
gifted children’s characteristics and the educational management of those children.

The sample of our research was 164 teachers serving public elementary
schools in Attica, who were asked to fill out a questionnaire that explored their
perceptions of gifted children.

The data of our research has been analysed with the Statistic Program for
Social Sciences (SPSS). The results provides as with information regarding teachers
ability to recognise gifted children’s characteristics based on General Mental Ability,
Creativity and task commitment. Additionally, important observations regarding
educational management of these children, are emerged.

In the direction of identifying and managing school giftedness in a more
effective way and in order to give gifted students the ability to express and develop
their talents, it demonstrates the necessity of taking effective measures that will

lead to the necessary changes of the teacher our system.
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
