Abstract

This specific research aims at exploring the perceptions of primary and
secondary education teachers on the diffusion of 21t century life skills through
specialized curricula for students with Learning Disabilities. Initially, a conceptual
clarification of terms regarding Learning Disabilities is attempted, within the concept
that governs the development of curricula for pupils with Learning Difficulties as well
as 21st-century life skills. The deductive approach was adopted with the use of a
standardized questionnaire, which has also been used in other cases and is suitable
for the requirements of this research. After processing the data with the SPSS
statistical package, it is generally concluded that, at institutional level, the 21st
century skills (critical thinking, problem solving, creativity / innovation, cooperation,
communication and technological literacy), have to some extent been incorporated
in the specialized curricula for students with Learning Disabilities. It also appears that
appropriate digital support is provided to schools, and that more male than female
teachers agree that the Ministry of Education has created a favorable environment
in which they can work to make use of new skills at school. Finally, teachers seem to
be quite positive in implementing cooperative learning in schools, but they do not
feel they are given the opportunity to design a teaching program that incorporates

these skills.
