ABSTRACT

According the Special Education low in Greece, assistant teacher is the main
inclusion of pupils with special educational needs in a classroom of a mainstream
school . The purpose of this research was to investigate the views of teachers in the
field of institutionalization of assistant teacher for pupils with Autistic Spectrum
Disorders. The research involved 124 high school teachers from Attica, Pieria and
Dodekanidoy(Rhodes). For the data collection, a questionnaire was developed that
responds to the purposes of our research and explores the views of the teachers of
Secondary Schools about the assistant teacher for pupils with Autistic Spectrum
Disorders. The results demonstrated a significant correlation between teachers

Disorders in Special Education Schools. Moreover, there was a statistically significant
correlation between teacher’ s gender and their opinion about the disruptive role of
assistant teacher and specially the women sowed more positive responses compared

to the men.
