ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research is to investigate the effect of a new experimental
econography on pupils with learning difficulties in understanding philological
concepts. 94 Secondary education students attending integration courses were
included in the survey. A bibliographic review was conducted in relation to learning
difficulties and special education, learning theories and strategies, pictorial methods
and the effect of the image on learning.The survey was revealed with a
questionnaire. The questionnaire included initial questions that evaluated the
previous knowledge of children in relation to literary concepts. Then the
experimental method was presented to the children and after that the same
qguestionnaire detected the effect of the method on the understanding of the
concepts. Pictoral material specifically designed as far as literary concepts are
concerned. Results showed that the method has a positive effect on the
understanding and learning the concepts. In generall, the findings demonstrate and
show that the use of the method can be quite effective for all pupils with learning
disabilities and teachers in teaching procedure.
