ABSTRACT

Successful connection of student with disabilities to employment has emerged, the last
years, as a critical issue. More specifically, for people with intellectual disability (1.D.), who
represent 1% of total world population, percentages of employment are particularly low,
as they don't exceed 15%. Every so often, in relevant literature, various factors that
constitute an obstacle towards smooth professional inclusion of these persons and,
conversely, factors that contribute positively to that direction, are pinpointed. In the
present paper, apart from the extensive literature review of the scientific work in various
aspects of this issue, we contacted a survey of educators in Special Laboratories of
Vocational Education in order to record their opinions about this subject. Among findings,
it is ascertained that teachers are positive regarding the need and possibilities of students
with mild 1.D. to integrate in employment but rather skeptical about the constitutional
support towards this integration. They recognize the importance of ICTs as a supporting
instrument and emphasize on the factor of work experience programs in school and at the
same time argue that people with mild 1.D. should work in an environment where they
collaborate with other workers. Differences between teachers with different work

experience and between respondents from Athens or the rest of Greece were found.
