Abstract

The present research deals with the views of teachers and specialists working in
special education on the use and importance of augmentative and alternative
communication methods, as well as the Greek Sign Language. In particular, it checks
whether they know these methods, if they are able to use them, and if during their
studies they have the opportunity to learn these lessons. The research focuses on
teachers working at all levels and in specialties who have experience working with
pupils in the autism spectrum.

In order to achieve the aim of the survey, a questionnaire was used, and 120
teachers and specialists who work in Special Schools, in integration departments, in
parallel support, in Specialized Vocational Education and Training Workshops and in
the Private Sector were asked.

The results showed that many of the participants knew these methods and argued
that their use favors students and improves their lives.
