ABSTRACT

According to Law 3699, Government Gazette A, 199 / 2-10-2008 of Special Education,
students with disabilities and special educational needs are defined. The research attempted to
demonstrate the views of the teachers of primary minority education in the prefectures of Xanthi
and Rodopi on various issues of special education and education related to these students. The
survey involved 72 teachers, teachers and other primary education specialists in minority
education. For the collection of the research data, a questionnaire was created to respond to the
research purposes and to investigate the views of the teachers of primary minority education in
relation to their diagnosed and non-students.
The results show that there is a leakage from a grade to education and that it is more relevant to
girls. Greek language as a language teacher for minority school teachers is also a key determinant
of the detection techniques used by special education and training and also of teachers' views on

the social reasons of school leakage of minority schools.
