Abstract

This Postgraduate Work is a case study that explores the factors that hinder the integration of
information and communication technologies (ICT) in the EPAL. The data were collected by semi-
structured interviews with the teachers of the special EPI of Ilion. The results of the research
showed a high degree of utilization of ICT and positive the positions of teachers in relation to the
use and exploitation of new technologies in the special EPAL. Teachers also found that existing
knowledge and increased self-efficacy in ICTs positively influence the use of new technologies in
their teaching, and seems to prevent their inclusion in the special EPAL, the lack of teaching time
and the existing technological equipment. Other factors that have been identified are the lack of

space, the non-homogeneity of classes, and the philosophy of special education. This research effort



is triggering further research, and its results can be used to further analyze the factors that make it

difficult to integrate ICT into special education.
