ABSTRACT

In recent studies, more and more researchers occupy themselves with speech and its disorders.
Two of these are dyslexia and Specific Language Impairment (SLI), and both of them exhibit
variations in terms of verbal and non-verbal skills. The first disorder is classified as a specific

learning difficulties and, depending on the individual’s difficulties, is divided into subcategories.



These disorders pertain to phonology, terminology/ rapid automatized naming (RAN), and
difficulties in reading and spelling, whereas a deficit in morphology and syntax is also noticeable.
On the other hand, individuals with SLI face problems not only with to oral language, but also with
written language. Individuals with SLI may exhibit different linguistic profiles depending on the
deficit at different linguistic levels. More often is the deficit in phonology and morphosyntax.
Difficulties are also observed in memory- and in written language (e.g. in spelling).

In the present study, the written samples two dyslexic children and two ones diagnosed
with SLI, aged from 10 years and 5 months old to 12 years and 1 month old, are tested. The main
aim of the study is to indicate grammatical (morphosyntactical) and literacy errors (i.e. errors in
spelling and expression in written language) while comparing them with the written texts of age-
matched and language-matched non-impaired children, aged from 8 years and 5 months old to 10
years and 9 months old. This comparison will allow us know whether these disorders share

something similar or not.
