Abstract
Environmental Education and Special Needs Education are two related disciplines of

education, as their goal is to cultivate basic principles, values, attitudes of life, and
respect for the “different” to their students. Modern pedagogical views argue that
persons with moderate intellectual disabilities are not deprived of any of the typical
growth person to participate as active citizens to solve environmental issues.
Environmental Education, therefore, is a way to social inclusion, acceptance and active
action by promoting awareness of the environment. But, besides social inclusion,
environmental education can act as a tool in educating students with moderate
intellectual disabilities and generally students with special educational needs in order
to develop their skills and improve their cognitive deficits through an alternative way.
It is, therefore, necessary to examine the usefulness of environmental education
programs as a means of teaching children with moderate mental disabilities. The
purpose of this research is to investigate the benefits that an environmental program
can offer to students with moderate intellectual disability and to focus on whether the
curricula of both environmental education and students with moderate intellectual
disabilities are consistent with the objectives, the methodology and the evaluation
as mentioned in both areas. Finally, an attempt has been made to investigate from
international and Greek literature the relationship between environmental education,

special education and moderate intellectual disability at the same time.
