ABSTRACT

This diploma thesis deals with the way in which the disabled hero is presented, the relationships he
has with the family environment and the wider community. The research analyzes ten illustrated
children's fairy tales using the content analysis method. The first three chapters comprise the
theoretical part of the work. More specifically, in the first chapter the children's literature is defined
and the important role that the modern illustrated children's fairy tale play is mentioned. There is
also evidence of the role the characters have in the narrative and the way the disabled heroes are
presented. Finally, some teaching approaches are proposed for the teaching of fairy tales with
disabled heroes.

The second chapter presents the concept of disability and makes a brief historical review of it. It

also mentions certain dominant views of society on disability, based on relevant research. The third



chapter approaches the concept of social disability as well as the stereotypes that surround it. It
follows the research part of the paper, which describes the purpose, the research questions, the
methodology, the induction system of categories and the material used. Subsequently, the analysis
of the material is included, and the conclusions are presented in detail. In the end, the bibliography

and the annex are cited.
