Abstract

Deafness is a disability characterized by its own unique distinctions based on its
origin, spectrum, treatment and the variety of methods used in the last centuries for
the education of Deaf and Hard of Hearing people. Like special education in Greece
in general, education for Deaf and Hard-of-Hearing people has shown a slow growth,
resulting in the immediate need for improvement and modernization to increase both
the efficiency of the education process and employability. The aim of this survey is to
analyse the career advancement of Deaf and Hard-of-Hearing people after finishing
secondary education. This career includes accessibility issues, obstacles, thoughts,
choices for vocational guidance and all of these dependent on their hearing loss. The
assignment/project is divided in two parts, the theoretical and the research part. In
depth, in the first chapter of the first part there’s an extensive description of the
deafness and hearing loss. In the second chapter, the vocational guidance and the re-
education of the deaf and Hard-of-Hearing is analysed, according to Greece’s
statistics. Afterwards, the research part which was statistically analysed using a
questionnaire, specifically made for Deaf and Hard-of-Hearing people, the results of
them allow us to arrive at conclusions about education and vocational guidance in our
country.
