Abstract

The present study was an attempt to study the misspellings made by Primary
School pupils with Learning Disabilities (LD) in the suffixes of the Greek nouns. In
particular, it attempted to examine whether pupils with Learning Disabilities make
more spelling mistakes in the suffixes of some of the eight inflection classes
(according to Ralli’s inflectional system), compared to the rest. Moreover, this study
attempted to study if pupils with LD make more spelling mistakes at the learned
suffixes of the nouns or at the suffixes of the nouns of the eight inflection classes and
finally, if there are any variations in the number of spelling mistakes in the suffixes of

the Greek nouns that are due to the gender of pupils with LD.

The survey involved 40 Primary School pupils with identified Learning
Disabilities, who study at the sixth grade at public schools in Attica. A questionnaire,
having the form of a booklet, was given to the pupils where they had to complete

the nouns’ suffixes. The booklet was made by the researcher.

The results of the research have shown that pupils with LD make more
spelling mistakes in the suffixes of the nouns of the fourth and seventh inflection
class, while their spelling difficulties are more intense in the suffixes of the learned
forms of the nouns than those of the nouns of inflection classes. Finally, there were
no statistically significant differences in the spelling mistakes of boys with LD in the

suffixes of the Greek nouns in relation to those of girls with LD.
