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Abstract

Contemporary  studies  have  shown  that  people  with  disabilities  face  accessibility

problems in information, education and the labor market. The goal of this paper was

to investigate and describe the attitudes / perceptions of deaf and hard of hearing

students and trainees for their professional rehabilitation. Through the views of the

students  themselves,  the  obstacles  encountered  in  finding  a  job,  the  role  of  the

professional counselor in choosing a profession and the scope for improvement exist.

In this work, an effort is made to highlight the problems they face in their everyday

life, such as discrimination in professional life, inequalities and lack of accessibility.

For this reason, a total of 29 questions was created and completed by a sample of 30

deaf students, in order to record their views and experiences. The quest is quantitative

with many qualitative elements and its results add a little bit to the world of research

to explore this particular issue. The conclusion of the research  brought to light that

there is no information from state institutions about vocational rehabilitation options,

that  students  want  better  information  on  rehabilitation  opportunities  and  more

legislative frameworks, that there is a lack of interpretation, low benefits, still that the

education services provided need to be upgraded and more training for teachers is

required.  We  also  learn  about  how  they  manage  their  free  time  and  what  their

interests are. Although the survey was conducted on a small sample and we can not

generalize the results,  the answers are essentially valuable  and they tend to  what

needs to be changed and improved.
