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Abstract

This Master Thesis is a literature research review on career guidance for
students with learning disabilities and is being held for the needs of the Postgraduate
Program entitled: «ICT Specialization and Special Education — Psycho Pedagogic of
Integration». More specifically, this work deals with the professional choices of
people with learning disabilities and examines whether learning difficulties or failures
have been a guiding and occupational selection criterion and whether individual’s
inclinations have been considered. In addition, the gender effect on individual’s
future career choices of people with learning disabilities is being examined,
combined with the two previous factors. In total, 13 researches from Greek and
international bibliography were recorded. The results of the study showed that
children’s interests combined with their school successes or failures align with
student’s initial expectations and ambitions, while the degree of gender influence on
students' subsequent educational and professional choices also appears to be
significant.
