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Abstract

The current study aim to investigate the contribution of early integration program in
the development and evolution of communication in children with Autism Spectrum
Disorder (ASD). In the study were used the observational assessment tool, Ablls-R as
well as treatment programs as ABA, DENVER and TEACCH.

The sample consists of 5 children aged 2.7-6 years who attended the early intervention
program of «Pediatric Institute» from September 2017 to May 2018. Depending on the
aged and functionality, children divided in two groups. The program of survey was
attended by a Special Educator and a Psychologist who guided the group of therapist.
Children’s actions are recorded in photographic material during their activities. It is
observed that thanks to the natural environment of the classroom, the use of visualized
material and the steady routine of the day, the communication of children improved

significantly compared to children’s first result, as measured by assessment tool of
Ablls-R.
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
