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ABSTRACT

The aim of the following study is concerned with the strategies of dictionary use by
people with dyslexia and their comparison with people of typical development. Initially,
the relevant bibliography, by which the following study is based on, is presented. In the
first part of the study, the dictionary use, its strategic uses, as well as the dictionary use
by people with learning difficulties, are described. Particularly, the issues that the
dyslexic people face, their comparison to people of typical development, as well as
their differences with people of other learning difficulties. The following part, is the
main part of the study. 45 people (28 of typical development and 18 diagnosed with
dyslexia) aged 16-24, participated in the study. The answers were collected with the
help of SIDU; a valid and reliable tool. The results of the study showed that the young
people use the dictionary; mostly an electronic one, or a combination of an electronic
one and a printed. Furthermore, it was observed that the people of typical development
use dictionary strategies to a, statistically important, greater extend, than people with
dyslexia. The sample of typical development uses dictionary strategies on a moderate
rate, while people with dyslexia use them far less. Lastly, according to the research
results the category of dictionary strategic use, both of the typical sample and of the
people with dyslexia is the one concerning look-up strategies, while the category about

selection strategies, follows.
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
