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ABSTRACT

Starting in the 15th century, special education at the international level had
many stages. From institutionalization and asylum to integration, inclusion and
inclusive education, students with special educational needs are increasingly close to
the best possible education for them, while maintaining their uniqueness and their
strengths. The inclusion of people with disabilities and special educational needs in
the formal education school is an issue that has concerned not only Greece but the
whole world. The purpose of this study is to investigate the ways of integration of
people with disabilities and special educational needs in the general education system
in relation to the countries of Finland and Greece. More specifically, the historical
backgrounds of both countries regarding special education were investigated as well
as an extensive report was made regarding the legislation and the ways of introducing
students with special educational needs in the general education system.
