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ABSTRACT

The aim of this dissertation is the adaptation of teaching material for the teaching of
Greek, of all levels of Greek, to people with learning difficulties and specifically with dyslexia.
First, the definition of learning disabilities was given and the classification that was done was
presented. At the same time, emphasis was placed on the definition and characteristics of
students with dyslexia. Then, realizing, through the answers given to a questionnaire by fifty
teachers, that there is a great need to use the appropriate adaptations and further training for
teaching in the aforementioned category of students, the concept of adaptation and its
subcategories was presented. Emphasis was placed not only on the necessary adjustments for
the teaching of Greek to Greek students with dyslexia but also on the teaching of Greek to
foreign students of all ages with the corresponding learning difficulty. Then, after presenting
the types of adaptations that would be helpful to use, in order for this category of foreign
students to be able to know the new Greek language, not only grammar, vocabulary, syntax but
also the culture it brings, An attempt was made to present in the form of tables the proposed
adaptations made in ten sections, ten books (five are intended for underage students and the
remaining five are suitable mainly for adults). In the end, some conclusions were drawn that

could strengthen the research in this field.
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
