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ABSTRACT

In the literature review, the role of social workers in special education units has been
extensively studied, highlighting its importance. The purpose of this thesis is to
investigate the role of the school social worker in special education in Greece and
England and the differences between the two countries. In this comparative study, it
has been done a literature review of published research in the two countries. The
results of the study showed that in both countries the role of the social worker in
special education is recognized as multidimensional and complex, and particularly
important for effective interdisciplinary collaboration and the support of children and
their parents. In addition, in both cases, social workers share the same problems and
challenges. However, in the case of England, their role is less distinct and identifiable by
those involved in education. The results of this study are expected to contribute to
existing knowledge. Further research is needed in both countries to study the role of
social workers in special education units.
