ABSTRACT

The subject of this thesis is the study of the attitudes and perceptions of parents
with children of typical development regarding co-education with children who have
mental disabilities in secondary education. The study aims to compare the opinions
of parents living in western and eastern Thessaloniki in order to investigate the
stereotypical perception that exists of the two worlds in terms of social and political
status and whether socioeconomic factors ultimately influence the judgment, the
opinion and the opinion of the world on the subject of inclusive education of
children with mental disabilities. The research tool used for the thesis is an electronic
guestionnaire which was distributed equally in western and eastern Thessaloniki.
The sample was quite satisfactory, as 60 people from each region participated, which
helped enough to reach a correct conclusion. Thus, in the first part, a clarification of
the term is made and an interdisciplinary interpretation of the term "mental
disability" is attempted, as well as the historical path and evolution in combination
with the stereotypes that have existed since ancient times. In the second part we
present the research questions and the answers-results of the questionnaire. Finally,
we are led to the conclusions and the discussion after the elaboration of the results
but also our essential necessity of contact and acquaintance with the field of
Intellectual Disability.
