Abstract

This paper is an attempt to map the course of the education of the disabled from its
beginnings until today, both in Greece and in other countries of the world. Starting
from institutional-type education and care and reaching its current form, inclusive
education, where in most cases children now attend their neighborhood school. The
first part of the paper consists of two chapters. The first chapter analyzes the
conceptual definitions (integration, inclusion, special education, co-education, etc.) as
well as the models of disability (medical-centered, social, etc.). In the second chapter,
a critical statement is made of the course of inclusive education in various countries,
both in Greece and in foreign countries (Italy, Spain, Finland, China). In the second
part there is another chapter which refers to the methodology of the research and
finally the paper closes with the conclusions and suggestions for further research. The
path for educational systems to reach the so-called inclusive education is long and
related to all the changes in the perceptions of the disabled, their position in society
and their education
